CRITERIA FOR JUDGING ABSTRACT SUBMISSIONS

Abstracts will be blind reviewed and ranked by the following:

1.  Relationship to theme: Does the abstract relate to the theme?

2.  Innovation: Does the abstract represent research, a program or a project that is unique, new, different, creative?

3.  Clarity of content: Clearly outlines what the poster is about, such as project type, target audience, setting.

4.  Format: Does abstract reference objectives, methods or interventions, results or major findings, implications?  Does abstract meet typing and space criteria?

5.  Overall reaction: Considering the above criteria, what is your overall reaction?

· Applicants will be notified by e-mail when submission has been received. 

· Applicants will be notified by e-mail of proposal decision by October 20, 2006.
· Accepted poster presenters will receive additional information about conference registration and poster presentation instructions.
