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Crowdsourcing the UNAIDS Secretariat’s new strategy on 
HIV and young people 
In June 2011, world leaders committed to ambitious targets on AIDS for 2015. To reach these goals, young people must be fully involved. If no action is taken, 3 000 young people will continue to become infected with HIV every day and many of the 5 million young people living with HIV will not gain access to treatment. 
To address this, the UNAIDS Secretariat is launching CrowdOutAIDS.org, an online collaborative project set up by a group of young people working at UNAIDS and across different networks. The development of the strategy will be founded on the principles of meaningful youth engagement, including inclusiveness, transparency and accountability. 

Young people will get an opportunity to shape the strategy from conceptualization to final stages, through an online wiki-like platform. 

This will be done through a four stage plan: first, connect young people online; second, share knowledge and prioritize issues; third, find solutions; and finally develop collective actions on HIV and young people. 
CrowdOutAIDS.org together with eight online discussion forums in the six UN languages will be launched during the last week of October, and the process will conclude by mid-January 2012.
