About the Red Umbrella Fund

The Red Umbrella Fund will provide grants to registered and unregistered sex worker-led groups and networks (national, regional and global). The Red Umbrella Fund also provides opportunities for sex worker organizations to build their capacity through peer-to-peer mentoring in organizational development, fundraising, assistance in registration processes, and advocacy.  
The International Steering Committee (ISC) of the Red Umbrella Fund is comprised of sex workers and donors who make the strategic and main programmatic decisions of the Red Umbrella Fund.  
About the Programme Advisory Committee

The Programme Advisory Committee (PAC) of the Red Umbrella Fund:

· Reviews proposals and collectively recommends which groups receive funding from the Red Umbrella Fund. 
· Provides guidance in the development of capacity building and technical support activities for grantees. PAC members can be asked to participate in these activities.
· Where possible, assists in implementation of monitoring and evaluation activities of the Red Umbrella Fund.
The majority of seats (80%) in the PAC are held by sex workers. The PAC currently has 8 members. To ensure geographic diversity it is necessary to recruit 3 more members for the PAC from the regions 1) Asia, 2) Latin America, and 3) Central and Eastern Europe and the Commonwealth of Independent States.
About PAC membership 

PAC positions are voluntary and require a high level of commitment. PAC members must be able to commit time regularly and be available to attend PAC meetings. The first PAC meeting is planned from 5 – 7 November 2012. PAC participation requires regular international communication,  therefore PAC members must have access to e-mail and telephone (Skype). 
Members of the Programme Advisory Committee (PAC) will have the following skills: 
· Interest and ability to review and discuss grant proposals in English (reading, writing, speaking)

· Experience with or exposure to grant making and technical assistance is an advantage. 
Each member of the Programme Advisory Committee will be affiliated with and endorsed by at least one sex worker-led organization.
