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Course on Health Rights Litigation
COURSE DATES: SEPTEMBER 16-20, 2013   COURSE COSt: USD 1000 (LIMITED SCHOLARSHIPS AVAILABLE)
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Course Description 
This one-week intensive course is offered as part of the Global School on the Enforcement of Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (Global School).  The course offers participants an opportunity to develop specialist-level knowledge in relation to litigating health-related rights at the national, regional and international level. Topics the course will cover include: reproductive and sexual health; rights issues arising in health care settings; abuses in institutional settings; palliative care; access to medicines and approaches to health-care rationing; structuring remedies to facilitate democratic deliberation; strategies with respect to implementation of structural judgments; and factors to consider in assessing the equity impacts of judgments. 

Lecturers are leading experts in the field and come from Harvard University (USA); the University of Oslo and the Christian Michelsen Institute (Norway); the University of the Andes (Colombia); Human Rights Watch; and the Center for Reproductive Rights.  The course is conducted in English, and is composed of seminars and a group exercise. It is highly participatory and uses case studies extensively. The course is designed for PhD students, scholars, practitioners (e.g., law, public health, human rights or development), policy-makers and advanced master’s students. The number of participants is restricted.
In conjunction with the course, Health and Human Rights, a peer-reviewed open access journal under the editorship of Partners in Health co-founder Paul Farmer, will release a special issue on health rights litigation. Participants in the course are encouraged to submit papers related to health rights litigation topics addressed during the course.

Part of the Francois-Xavier Bagnoud Center for Health and Human Rights at Harvard University, the Health Rights of Women and Children (HRWC) Program aims to promote equitable and sustained progress on women’s and children’s health and human rights at international and national levels.  In addition to conducting original policy-oriented research and advocacy for increasing the incorporation and implementation of rights-based approaches in international development processes, the HRWC Program carries out research, training and advocacy to enhance the legal enforcement of health rights, in particular in relation to women and children.

Background on the Global School

The Global School is a consortium of institutions that provide international, regional and national training to practitioners, policy-makers, scholars and students on litigation of economic, social and cultural rights as well as spaces for cutting-edge research in theory and practice.  In 2013, the Global School will provide five courses: Africa (Pretoria), Latin America (Bogota), Health Rights (Cambridge), Vietnam (Hanoi) and Advanced International Course (Åbo). The Global School is coordinated from the University of Oslo and the partners currently include University of Åbo, University of Stellenbosch, University of Pretoria, University of Los Andes, University of Lanus, Nepal National Judicial Academy and UNESCO.
